Policy No:  102  – Application of Sunscreen

A POLICY FOR THE APPLICATION OF SUNSCREEN IN SCHOOL
Rationale

During early autumn, late spring and the summer term the sun is strong enough to cause sun burn.  We need a policy so that school can help to ensure all staff and parents understand what we can and cannot do in relation to the application of sunscreen. 
Purpose

It is important to clarify how we should protect children from possible sunburn due to over exposure during the school day.
Guidelines

At  Alderley Edge Commmunity Primary School  we  acknowledge  the  importance  of  sun  protection  and  want  staff  and  children  to   enjoy  the  sun  safely.  We  will  work  with  staff,  children and  parents  to  achieve  this  through:

PROTECTION: providing an environment that enables pupils and staff to stay safe in the sun. On sunny days the aim for all staff is that all children should only be exposed to sunshine for periods short enough to prevent sunburn.  This can be done in a number of ways…

· Ensure children sit in the shade as often as possible especially…

· if having a lesson outside

· during PE lessons 

· on trips out of school

· Lunchtime – packed lunch children in KS2 who choose to eat outside MUST eat their lunch in the shade

· Encourage children to wear hats

· Monitor how much sun exposure the children may get during the day eg if a class has a PE lesson outside plus lunchtime plus playtimes on the same day

· Sports Day – use gazebos to provide shade

EDUCATION: learning about sun safety to increase knowledge and influence behaviour

COLLABORATION: working with parents, governors and the wider community to reinforce  awareness about sun safety and promote a healthy school

Administering of Sunscreen
The expectation is that parents should apply sunscreen to their children at the beginning of each day. This can never be a member of staff’s responsibility. 
Parents are encouraged to…

· apply all day sunscreen (such as P20)

· help their children to learn how to apply sunscreen themselves
· ensure their children bring a hat or cap to school

Should parents feel it is necessary for their child to apply sunscreen during the day they should provide sun protection products (named) for re-application where necessary. Staff can only monitor the application of sunscreen and will not apply it to the child directly.
Due to potential skin sensitivities, we do not allow children to share sun protection products with others.

Heatwaves and extreme weather warnings

In the event of heatwaves and extreme weather warnings, school will follow any directives given out by the LA, Publich Health England or the DfE. Risk assessments will be completed, and shared with all staff and parents for implementation.

It is hoped that through this policy that all children’s medical needs will be met.  The policy should be reviewed in line with the policy review schedule.
